DESCRIPTION:

This offering combines theoretical and cultural studies of contemporary sexuality and race with a brief history of world politics and economics since 1945. Our focus will be on examining sex and race in their contemporary global context as aspects of personal and political identity, as key markers of difference and desire, and as economic and political organizers in the postwar global economy.  Our goal will be to come to an understanding of how sexual and racial identities coexist within the present world context of cultural postmodernism and economic globalization.

We will rely on texts from several disciplines, including history of sexuality, psychoanalytic theory, postcolonial theory, visual studies, and geopolitical history.  We will use various texts from these disciplines, in conjunction with an intensive writing component, to pull together new understandings of sex and race in the contemporary global context that would lie outside the competency of any of these disciplines alone.
